During the season Charley won the English and Welsh strokeplay championships and the Jones

She was in England’s winning team at the ladies’ Home Internationals and is teaming up with
Lauren Taylor to represent England in the Spirit International Amateur Championship at Whispering
Pines, Texas in early November.

Charley’s schedule is based around women’s events but she also made some junior outings at
top-notch events: representing GB&I in the inaugural junior Vagliano Trophy match against the
Continent of Europe, and playing for Europe in the PING Junior Solheim Cup. 
Charley is currently 11th in the women’s world amateur rankings.

Decision time
The vote to decide on a merger of the
EWGA and the English Golf Union will take
place on Wednesday, 16 November.

To be successful the proposal must be approved by a 75

per cent majority by both organisations, which will hold

simultaneous general meetings. The EWGA meeting will

take place at the National Motorcyle Museum in Solihull.
